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Stabilisation Unit – the smaller stories
Stabilisation Unit has been involved in several high profile countries, most notably Afghanistan and Iraq. However it has also been able to help in smaller ways in other parts of the world.

Aceh, Indonesia 

In summer 2005, during the UK’s Presidency of the EU, we contributed to UK efforts to determine the scope and nature of a possible EU election monitoring mission in Aceh, Indonesia

Palestine

We supported the FCO’s work in Palestine through the provision of a Governance Adviser to support General Ward’s Security Sector Reform Mission which took place in mid-2005.
Rafah, Gaza Strip

At the request of the FCO, the Stabilisation Unit supplied £0.5million worth of vehicles and other support kit for an EU mission in Rafah in November 2005. 
Yemen

In late 2005, at the request of DFID, a Stabilisation Unit institution-building expert joined an MoD/DFID team reviewing the security sector in Yemen. The team’s aim was to design and develop the Integrated Yemen Security and Justice Sector Reform programme to assist the Government of Yemen in delivering improved security and equitable access to justice to all its citizens. 

The Balkans

Also in 2005 the Stabilisation Unit undertook a review of UK Government projects in the Balkans funded from the Global Conflict Prevention Pool (GCPP). The aim was to consider how links between existing and future projects could be strengthened to make a greater impact on conflict reduction and how the projects could be managed more effectively.  In early 2006, a Stabilisation Unit Conflict Adviser travelled to Bosnia-Herzegovina to prepare a report for the Office of the High Representative regarding progress on the required disposal of excess arms and ammunition. 

Kazakhstan

In early 2006 the Stabilisation Unit provided an Adviser on Customs & Border issues to assist HM Revenue and Customs with its Customs Reform and Modernization Programme mission to Kazakhstan.
